LA growth corporate group. Judging the development
of a promising business portfolio as the key to con-

tinuous growth, we are aggressively implementing

various measures to achieve this goal.

In keeping with the management philosophy encapsulated in our watchword “Best
Quality for a Better Life,” the Mitsubishi Rayon Group is committed to the creation of
unique, high-quality products and services that contribute to society as a whole.

Since our establishment in 1933 as a maker of rayon staple, we have expanded our
operations by constantly anticipating future needs. We have now grown into a leading
manufacturer of monomer and polymer products, based on our two core acrylic busi-
nesses, the MMA (methyl methacrylate) and AN (acrylonitrile) businesses. We will con-
tinue to improve our priority technologies, and as a corporate group, provide added
value to society. The Mitsubishi Rayon Group aims to be a group of enterprises that offer
originality and unique specialties.

To maintain the trust of the public, the Mitsubishi Rayon Group believes that it
should not only ensure full legal compliance, but also pursue a proactive environmental
preservation policy. We are making steady progress in reducing or eliminating emissions
of substances that constitute a burden on the environment, and we will continue making

our utmost efforts to be a worthy corporate citizen.

Fiscal 2003 Progress Report on Our Medium-Term Management Plan
Herein we will discuss the progress made in fiscal 2003 on our latest three-year manage-
ment plan.

In fiscal 2003, the Mitsubishi Rayon Group implemented measures focusing on the
following three objectives: 1) The expansion and enlargement of the acrylic business,

specifically the MMA and AN businesses; 2) The redesigning of our revenue and cost

structures; 3) The swift creation of new core businesses.




1. Expansion and enlargement of acrylic businesses

In fiscal 2003, the acrylic businesses — our area of core competence — saw investments

in facilities operating by our MMA and AN businesses.

(2) Acrylic powder (resin for paints) at the Otake Plant in Japan: 15,000-ton annual

production capacity (commenced operation in July 2003).

2. Redesigning our revenue and cost structure

The Mitsubishi Rayon Group has undertaken drastic cost-cutting — from the perspective
of business process reengineering — involving every stage of the process, from the pro-
curement of raw materials, to production, distribution and sales activities. Thanks to
these efforts, we succeeded in reducing costs by approximately ¥4 billion in fiscal 2003

on a consolidated basis.

3. Swift creation of new core businesses
The Mitsubishi Rayon Group will work hard to cultivate new businesses that can be
expected to grow into core businesses.

In fiscal 2003, we commenced sales of our new-type prism sheets for high-
luminance LCD displays. We are working hard to develop our water treatment equip-
ment and systems business, which targets waste management and sewerage facilities, and

also our Life Science Business, which handles such products as DNA chips.

Performance in fiscal 2003

In fiscal 2003, Japan’s economy evidenced a recovery trend, supported by strong exports
and increasing demand for capital investment in the manufacturing sector. Despite an
outbreak of SARS and the U.S. military action in Iraq in the first half of the fiscal year,

recoveries were also seen in the U.S. and East Asian economies. On the other hand, raw

material prices surged in the second half, and the yen continued to appreciate against the
U.S. dollar.




Against this backdrop, the Mitsubishi Rayon Group made efforts to boost sales,

reduce costs, and raise product prices to more appropriately reflect the rising cost of raw
materials. As a result, net sales rose 3.0% year-on-year to ¥309.5 billion (US$2,929.3 mil-
lion), operating income increased 38.2%, to ¥27.3 billion (US$258.3 million), and net
income surged 104.8%, to ¥12.2 billion (US$116.3 million).

Action plan for fiscal 2004

Fiscal 2004 is the final year of our medium-term management plan, “Program: US
(Unique Specialties) — 2004.” Continuing from the reporting fiscal year, in the current fis-
cal year we will implement measures to realize the following three objectives:

1) Leveraging our comprehensive capabilities to become the world’s number one corpo-
rate group in the acrylic business; 2) promote a reorganization of our revenue and cost
structure; and 3) swiftly create new businesses. The Mitsubishi Rayon Group aims to
rapidly achieve a stable and growth-oriented structure that can easily weather fluctua-

tions in the economy.

1. Becoming the world’s number one corporate group in the acrylic business

The Mitsubishi Rayon Group, drawing on its comprehensive capabilities, aims to secure

the world’s top spot in the acrylic business, its core business. Targeting an overwhelming

cost competitiveness in the global market for acrylic products, we undertake the follow-
ing plant and equipment investments.

(1) MMA monomer (plant expansion) in Thailand’s Map-Tha-Phut industrial district:
15,000-ton annual production capacity (scheduled for operation in the January-March
quarter of 2005)

(2) Methacrylic esters (a structural derivative of methyl methacrylate) in the Map-Tha-
Phut industrial district: 10,000-ton annual production capacity (operation to start in
the January-March quarter of 2005)

(3) Acrylic sheets in Nandong, Jiangsu Province, China: 20,000-ton annual production
capacity (operation to start in the July-September quarter of 2005)

(4) Acrylic resin for paints in Nandong, Jiangsu Province, China: 3,500-ton annual pro-

duction capacity (operation to start in the April-June quarter of 2005)

(5) Acrylic fiber in Ningbo, Zhejiang Province of China: 50,000-ton annual production




capacity (operation to start in the July-September quarter of 2005)

We have a plan to construct a new MMA monomer plant in China, with operation sched-
uled to begin in 2000.

2. Reorganization of the revenue and cost structure

Next, aiming to strengthen our competitiveness to a level that will enable us to excel in
the global market, we will continue implementing reforms and cost-cutting measures,
making every effort to exceed the initial targets described in our medium-term manage-

ment plan, “Program: US (Unique Specialties) — 2004.”

3. Swiftly create new businesses
The Mitsubishi Rayon Group intends to expand into the global market in the field of
water and environment-related operations — primarily water purification equipment and
systems — as a pioneer in the application of hollow-fiber membranes for water treatment
facilities. Furthermore, we are bolstering research and development activities, and mak-
ing efforts to cultivate new business fields for the future growth and expansion of opera-
tions. These fields include the Life Science Business, focusing on DNA chips, among
other products, as well as acrylic polymers for use in semiconductor resists.

In closing, we would like to take this opportunity to thank all our shareholders,

investors and other stakeholders for their ongoing support as we move forward to meet

new challenges in the years ahead.

Mitsubishi Rayon starts acrylic resin molding materials production in
China

At the end of December 2003 the Mitsubishi Rayon subsidiary Nantong Rayon Chemical
Co., Ltd. began commercial production of acrylic resin, with a projected annual output of
40,000 tons. Its products, made utilizing state-of-the-art polymerization technology, are
being supplied to companies in the vehicle, IT equipment, electric and electronic appli-
ance, lens, and lighting fittings industries, among others.

The MMA Business Complex built around methyl methacrylate (MMA) and its poly-
mer acrylic plastics and resins is one of the Mitsubishi Rayon Group’s core businesses,
and has grown up to the leading MMA chain in Asia. We intend to continue working to
maintain our position as Asia’s top manufacturer of MMA products, while exploiting the
comprehensive capabilities of our corporate group to expand on a global scale, with the

eventual goal of becoming No. 1 in the world.

Mitsubishi Rayon Develops Polyvinylidene Fluoride Hollow-Fiber
Membrane Unit for Sewage Treatment

Utilizing a hollow-fiber membrane made from polyvinylidene fluoride, we have devel-
oped a new membrane unit for sewage treatment, and plan to launch it on the market
on a trial basis in the first half of fiscal 2004. This new membrane is superior to existing
products in water-permeability, durability, and resistance to chemicals. For these reasons,
it is eminently suitable for use in large-scale sewage treatment facilities with a daily pro-
cessing volume of tens of thousands of tons, or for industrial wastewater treatments
plants of the same scale. Such large-scale facilities have been difficult to design using
conventional membranes. This new product thus opens up a whole new market niche
for exploitation by Mitsubishi Rayon.

The marketing of this new hollow-fiber membrane unit will be conducted by
Mitsubishi Rayon, and large-scale municipal and industrial sewage and wastewater treat-
ments plants employing the units will be designed and constructed by Mitsubishi Rayon
Engineering Co., Ltd. We have already received numerous inquiries from potential cus-
tomers in Japan and overseas for the construction of sewage and wastewater treatment

plants, and we hope to translate many of these into orders over the next few years to

expand our environmental business.

Production of Acrylic Powder Commenced at New Plant

A new plant for the manufacture of acrylic powder began commercial operations at the
Company’s Otake Production Center in July 2003. The plant has an annual production
capacity of 15,000 tons.

Acrylic powder was first developed by Mitsubishi Rayon as a raw material for plas-
tisols used in a wide range of applications, including wallpaper, paints for housing and
office interiors, automobile undercoatings and body sealers, and adhesive backings for
tile carpets. Compared with existing PVC-based plastisols, new plastisols made using
acrylic powder exhibit advantages in filming at lower temperatures, greater heat resis-
tance, and general weatherability. This material has already been used for undercoatings
and body sealers by car manufacturers, and demand is certain to expand strongly over
the next few years.

The production facilities at the new plant have been designed with environmental

protection in mind, and include special equipment for rendering gas emissions harmless.

Expansion in production capacity of materials for use in the IT field

By this summer, our production capacity for the Rodscope® reading unit is scheduled to
have increased by 50% over the end of March 2004 to meet the growing demand for
multifunction printers (MFPs).

Multifunction printers fulfill the roles of facsimile machine, copier, and scanner, as
well as printer, and with the increasing digitalization and networking, the market for
multifunction printers is expected to double between 2003 and 2005. Particularly steep
growth is projected for printer models that utilize the Rodscope®, which are expected to
grow threefold.

Our high-luminance prism sheets, which are widely used in notebook computers in
Japan, have been adopted in rapid succession by a number of major manufacturers in
South Korea and Taiwan, and in response we have decided to expand our production
lines in Japan threefold, with start of operations scheduled for October. This will also

constitute a first step in expanding our share of the global notebook computer market.

Sales of acrylic staple remained firm, buoyed up by the main-
stay Chinese market, while the Company’s sales also expanded
into other East Asian markets, with overall growth being
recorded in sales volume. Meanwhile, we were also successful
in creating markets for our proprietary new material made from
a composite of acetate and acrylic fibers, with heat-generation
by moisture-absorbing property: we are opening up applica-
tions for this material in underwear and blankets.

Mitsubishi Rayon Textile’s sales of triacetate filaments were
rather sluggish in the domestic market, but sales in the U.S. and
European markets expanded.

As a whole, the market for carbon fibers and composite materi-
als has taken a turn for the better, and the Company registered
an increase in sales thanks to expanded sales volume in the
sporting goods field, as well as a recovery in sales prices. The
company made an effort to expand sales in the U.S. and
European markets for industrial use, such as compressed natural
gas tanks and wind-powered generators.

Fullscale mass production and sale of prism sheets for LCDs
got underway during the reporting term.

The Mitsubishi Rayon Group responded to market needs for
sewage treatment with the development of a new type of
hollow-fiber membrane unit.

Fibers

The weakness of demand for acrylic staple fibers in Japan persisted during the
reporting period, in addition to which the Company’s products competed with a
rising stream of imported products for all applications. As a result, sales posted
declines in both volume and revenue terms. Overseas, the effect of the SARS scare
was relatively insignificant, thanks to which demand was firm in our mainstay
market of China, and we also succeeded in expanding sales in other East Asian
countries. Overseas sales volume therefore grew. We sought to counter steep rises
in raw materials prices and the adverse effects of the yen’s appreciation from mid-
term onward by negotiating sales price increases to pass on part of the extra bur-
den to our customers, as well as by implementing various cost-cutting programs.

Sales of triacetate filaments by our subsidiary Mitsubishi Rayon Textiles Co.,
Ltd. were sluggish on the Japanese market, but recorded growth in the United
States and Europe.

Once again, Mitsubishi Rayon Carpet Co., Ltd. was forced to cut its sales
prices in the face of the continuing slump in the business of its main customer,
the construction industry. The spate of construction of large office buildings
appears to have run its course, and the business situation remained very difficult
during the term under review. Under the circumstances, the company did its best

to reduce costs.

Specialty Products, Engineering and Others

The market for carbon fibers and composite materials turned upward as a whole,
and the Company posted increased sales thanks to expanded sales volume in the
sporting goods field, as well as a rebound in sales prices. The Company made an
effort to expand sales volume in the U.S. and European markets for industrial uses
such as compressed natural gas tanks and wind-powered generators.

Sales of plastic optical fiber increased in the European market for automotive
use, which is expected to be a promising growth area for some time to come.
Sales of rodlenses expanded in line with expectations, mainly for use in multi-
function printers, and the Company’s market share grew. In prism sheets for
LCDs, the Company commenced fullscale mass production and sales during the
term under review.

Amid increasingly severe competition over prices and market share in the
field of home-use water-purifiers, we put particular effort into promoting sales of
faucet-mounted purifiers that remove lead and trihalomethane.

In the field of high-performance membrane products, we developed a new
hollow-fiber membrane unit to meet needs in the sewage treatment market.

Our subsidiary Mitsubishi Rayon Engineering Co., Ltd. operating in a business
sector that is experiencing extremely difficult conditions overall, made efforts to
secure orders, mainly for plant construction.

Ryoko Co., Ltd. succeeded in posting increased sales of materials for use in
the IT sector as well as home electronics and automobiles.

port will be provided to subsidiaries and affiliates. Mitsubishi Rayon is on track to achieve its

goals of reducing landfill waste to 35% of the
fiscal 1991 volume by fiscal 2005 and to 25%
16 by fiscal 2010.

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Financial Review (on a consolidated basis)

Operating Results

During fiscal 2003, the reporting period, ended March
31, 2004, the United States economy continued its
recovery trend, while East Asian economies in general
also improved steadily as per expectations. In Japan,
exports increased and capital investment also
recovered at a slow but steady pace. Business
performances overall staged a recovery, centered on
the manufacturing sector, and the future now looks a
little brighter, with the country giving signs of finally
emerging from its long post-Bubble stagnation.

In the first half of the reporting period, the feared
adverse impact of the SARS epidemic largely failed to
materialize, but naphtha prices shot up sharply and
remained at a high level. In the second half, the
Company’s business circumstances were further
worsened by the upward trend of the yen’s exchange
rate from September.

Amid this environment, the Mitsubishi Rayon
Group recorded net sales on a consolidated basis of
¥309,593 million (US$2,929.3 million), an increase of
3.0% over the previous year, while gross profit rose
10.6% to ¥79,358 million (US$750.9 million). Selling,
general and administrative expenses edged up by
0.1%, to ¥52,055 million (US$492.5 million), and
operating income rose strongly by 38.2%, to ¥27,302
million (US$258.3 million). The principal cause of this
good performance was growth in sales and the
implementation of cost-cutting measures. Strong
demand was felt for products from our chemicals &
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plastics segment, mainly from the automotive and
information technology sectors. In addition, an
improvement in the balance of supply and demand
relating to carbon fibers and a positive turnaround in
the market for the products of our Information
Materials Business also contributed to the increase in
sales.

In the category of other income (expenses), the
Company posted net other expenses in the amount of
¥6,230 million (US$58.9 million). Although income
from equity in earnings of affiliates came to ¥1,546
million (US$14.6 million), and gain on sale of
investment securities amounted to ¥937 million
(US$8.8 million), amortization expenses for actuarial
loss on retirement benefits in the amount of ¥4,751
million (US$44.9 million) more than offset these gains.

Net income came to ¥12,293 million (US$116.3
million) for the term.

Financial Position

Total assets as of the end of the term were up by 2.9%
from the previous term-end, at ¥342 300 million
(US$3,238.7 million). This was mainly caused by an
increase in trade receivables and a rise in the market
prices of investment securities under mark-to-market
accounting. Total liabilities declined 3.1% from the
previous term, to ¥186,303 million (US$1,762.7
million), mainly as a result of a reduction in interest-
bearing liabilities.

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Current assets rose 9.8% year-on-year, to ¥141,733
million (US$1,341.0 million), while the value of
property, plant and equipment decreased 3.3% to
¥127,978 million (US$1,210.9 million).

Current liabilities fell 8.0% from the previous year,
to ¥121,325 million (US$1,147.9 million). The equity
ratio (shareholders’ equity as a percentage of total
assets) rose from 40.3% to 42.8%.

Cash Flows

Net cash provided by operating activities declined by
¥8,888 million to ¥22,189 million (US$209.9 million). A
large increase in income before income taxes and
minority interests was more than offset by a rise in
trade receivables as well as an increase in the amount
of income taxes. Net cash used in investing activities
declined by ¥12,987 million, to ¥8,953 million (US$84.7
million) as a combined result of a lower amount of
capital investment and an increase in proceeds from
the sale and redemption of investment securities.

Net cash used in financing activities declined by
¥5,001 million, to ¥7,516 million (US$71.1 million), as a
combined result of an increase in outflows caused by
the redemption of debentures on the one hand, and an
increased inflow from the issuance of new debentures —
as well as a decrease in expenditure on the acquisition
of the treasury stock — on the other.

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As a result of the foregoing, cash and cash
equivalents as of the term-end stood at ¥12,783 million
(US$120.9 million), an increase of ¥5,383 million over
the previous term-end.

Breakdown of Overseas Sales by Region

Sales by the Company and its consolidated subsidiaries
in markets other than Japan for the reporting period
registered a year-on-year increase of ¥4,569 million, to
¥108,794 million (US$1,029.4 million), accounting for
35.1% of total sales on a consolidated basis. Sales in
Asian markets, principally China, Thailand, and
Indonesia, rose ¥4,725 million over the previous year,
to ¥72,022 million (US$681.4 million). Sales in the rest
of the world, mainly in the United States and Europe,
were down ¥156 million from the previous year, at
¥36,772 million (US$347.9 million).

R&D Expenses

Mitsubishi Rayon conducts research and development,
principally in its core technology areas of organic
synthesis, polymer synthesis, polymer forming, and
biotechnology. At the same time, the Company’s goal is
to focus on developing innovative production methods,
and to create new products with the potential to
become the driving force of new business enterprises.
R&D expenses for the reporting period came to ¥11,066
million (US$104.7 million), an increase of ¥288 million
over the previous business term.

Notes to Consolidated Financial Statements

Mitsubishi Rayon Company, Limited and Consolidated Subsidiaries

1. Basis of Consolidated Financial Statements
The books and records of Mitsubishi Rayon
Company, Limited (the “Company”) and its domestic
consolidated subsidiaries are maintained in the
manner and form required or permitted under the
Commercial Code of Japan and Japanese accounting
practices, including special accounting dispositions
stipulated in the Corporation Tax Law of Japan. The
books and records of the overseas consolidated
subsidiaries are maintained in conformity with the
accounting principles and relevant legal requirements
of their countries of domicile.

The accompanying consolidated financial
statements have been prepared from the accounts
maintained by Mitsubishi Rayon Company, Limited in
accordance with the provisions set forth in the
Japanese Securities and Exchange Law and in
conformity with accounting principles and practices
generally accepted and applied in Japan, which may
differ in certain material respects from accounting
principles and practices generally accepted in
countries and jurisdictions other than Japan.

As permitted under the Japanese Securities and
Exchange Law, amounts of less than one million yen
have been omitted. As a result, the totals shown in
the accompanying financial statements (both in yen
and in U.S. dollars) do not necessarily agree with the
sums of the individual amounts.

Certain amounts previously reported have been
reclassified to conform to the current year’s
presentation.

2. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

(a) Consolidation

The accompanying consolidated financial statements
include the accounts of the Company and all
subsidiaries over which substantial control is exerted
through either majority ownership of voting stock
and/or by other means. All significant intercompany
balances and transactions have been eliminated in
consolidation.

Certain foreign subsidiaries are consolidated on the
basis of fiscal periods ending December 31, which
differ from that of the Company; however, the
necessary adjustments have been made if the effect of
the difference is material.

Investments in affiliates (companies over which the
Company has the ability to exercise significant
influence) are stated at cost plus equity in their
undistributed earnings or losses. Consolidated net

income includes the Company’s equity in the current
net income or loss of such companies, after the
elimination of unrealized intercompany profits.

All assets and liabilities of the subsidiaries are
revalued on acquisition, if applicable, and the excess
of cost over the equity in their underlying net assets
at the date of acquisition is amortized over a period
of five years on a straight-line basis if such excess is
material, or charged to income when incurred if
immaterial.

(b) Cash equivalents

For purposes of the statements of cash flows, the
Company considers all highly liquid debt instruments
with a maturity of three months or less when
purchased to be cash equivalents.

(c) Inventories
Inventories are mainly stated at cost determined by
the average cost method.

(d) Property, plant and equipment
Tangible fixed assets:
1) Buildings (excluding building improvements)
Primarily by the straight-line method
2) Other tangible fixed assets
Primarily by the declining-balance method
The estimated useful lives for financial reporting
purposes are as follows:
Building and structures 8-50 years
Machinery, equipment and vehicles ~ 4-15 years
Intangible fixed assets: By the straight-line method
Costs for the development of software used
internally by the Company are amortized by the
straight-line method over the estimated useful life of
the software (five years).

(e) Securities
Securities are classified into three categories: trading,
held-to-maturity or other securities.

Trading securities are carried at fair value. Held-to-
maturity securities are stated at amortized cost. Other
securities with quoted market prices are carried at
market value and the difference between the
acquisition cost and the carrying value, unrealized gain
or loss, is recognized as a component of shareholders’
equity under “Unrealized gain (loss) on marketable
securities.” The cost of other securities sold is
computed based on the moving average method.
Other securities without quoted market prices are
stated at cost by the moving average method.

(f) Derivative financial instruments
Stated at fair value.
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(g) Foreign currency translation

The revenue and expense accounts of the foreign
consolidated subsidiaries are translated at the rates of
exchange in effect at the balance sheet date of each
subsidiary except for the components of
shareholders’ equity, the balance sheet accounts are
also translated into yen at the rates of exchange in
effect at the balance sheet date. The components of
shareholders’ equity are translated at their historical
exchange rates. Translation adjustments are presented
as a component of shareholders’ equity and minority
interests in the accompanying consolidated financial
statements.

(h) Research and development expenses
Research and development expenses are charged to
operations as incurred.

(i) Retirement allowances

The Company’s employees are covered by an
unfunded retirement allowance plan and a funded
defined benefit pension plan.

The amount of the severance and retirement
benefits is based on the basic rate of pay at
termination, years of service and certain other factors.

The Company and its domestic consolidated
subsidiaries accrue employees’ severance and
retirement benefits based on the actuarially
determined retirement benefit obligation and the fair
value of the plan assets with the adjustments of the
following items; unrecognized net retirement benefit
obligation at transition, unrecognized net actuarial
gain or loss and unrecognized prior service cost.

Actuarial gain or loss is amortized by the straight-
line method over 5 years. Prior service cost is
primarily expensed as incurred during each year.

In addition, directors and statutory auditors are
customarily entitled to lump-sum payments under an
unfunded retirement allowance plan. Provision for
retirement allowances for these officers is made at an
estimated amount.

(j) Leases

Noncancelable leases are accounted for as operating
leases except that leases which stipulate the transfer
of ownership of the leased assets to the lessee are
accounted for as finance leases.

(k) Hedge accounting

1 Method of hedge accounting
Principally, the deferred hedge accounting method is
applied.

Forward foreign exchange contracts and interest
rate swaps which meet certain criteria are excluded
from the application of hedge accounting.

2) Financial instruments qualifying as hedges and the
related transactions, assets and liabilities are as
follows:

3) Hedge policy
The risk exposure to movements in exchange rates
and interest rates is hedged in accordance with the
Company’s risk management policy.

4) Hedge effectiveness evaluation

The Company evaluate the effectiveness of the hedges
by reference to cumulative cash flows for the elapsed
period estimated on financial instruments and related
transactions, assets and liabilities.

(I) Amounts per share

The computation of basic net income per share is
based on the weighted average number of shares of
common stock outstanding during each year. Diluted
net income per share is computed based on the
weighted average number of shares of common stock
outstanding each year after giving effect to the
dilutive potential of common stock to be issued upon
the conversion of convertible bonds.

Cash dividends per share represent the cash
dividends declared as applicable to the respective years.
Diluted net income for the year ended March 31,

2004 is not recorded since there was no dilutive
securities.

(m) Land revaluation

Pursuant to the “Law Concerning the Revaluation of
Land,” land used for the business operations of an
affiliate was revalued on December 31, 2000. The
revaluation of the land was based on the official
standard assessments in accordance with the relevant
regulations of the Corporate Income Tax Law of
Japan with certain necessary adjustments.
